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1. That the proceeding is not maintainable in its present form as against the
opposite party either on points of law or facts.

2. That the description of the land in question is vague and incomplete

3. That applicant has not made proper enquiry prior to filling this case. The alleged
enquiry report is misconceived as no such enquiry has been made in presence of
the opposite party. : v '

4. That as matter of fact, the answering opposite party has filled a Civil Suit being
Original Title Suit No.80 of 2017 against the applicant and others relating to the
proceeding land and other adjoining plots of land of mouza Karandih.

5. That the applicant appeared and has filed written statement in the said title suit.
The said suit is at present pending in the court of Sri V.K. Bhagat Civil Judge
Division of Jamshedpur.

6. That the applicant has suppressed the aforesaid fact designedly with intent to
mislead this court and also to harass the opposite party. He has not approached
this Learned Court with clean hand. As such, this proceeding ought to be
dismissed on the score alone.

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the answering opposite party had not been made party in the suit said. As such

the answering opposite party is not binding by the alleged exparte order if passed
in said alleged T.S. No. 134/89.

9. That the nature of the land has been converted into Chhaparbandi land as old
structures are standing in the said land under the peaceful occupation of the

10.  That the opposite party has been in all fact of peaceful physical possession in the |-
land in question right from 1985 onwards that is for last more than 30 years.

14. That in view of above, this proceeding is not at all tenable in law and ought to be
dismissed.
