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Any mineral, tool, equipment, vehicle or any other thing seized
under sub-section (4), shall be liable ro be confiscated by an order of the
Court competent to take cognizance of the offcnce under sub,section (1.;
and shall be disposed of in accordance with the directions ofsuch Court.
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"Sub-section (il-A) of Section 21 of th€ Mines and Minerals
(Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 is quoted hereinbelow:

21, {4-A) Any mincral, tool. dquipment. vehicle or anJ otherthing seized under sub-scction (4). shall be tiable to be
conliscated by an order of the court competent to take
cognizance of the offence under sub_section (l) and shall be
disposed ofin accordance with the directions ofsuch court,,

Looking into the above provision, it is crystal clear that any mineral,
tool, €quipment, vehicle can be confiscated by an order oith" 

"ou"icompetent to tak€ cognizance.

Section_22 of thc said Act speaks of cognizance of offence, which is
quoted hereinbelowi

"22. No,court shall take cognizance of aly offence punishable
under this Act or anv rules made thereunder except upon
comnlaint in lriting madc br a person aurhorised in rhis beiralf
b\ thc Central Lovernment or the Stale Coreroment..,

Looking into the above provision, it appears that the cognizance can
be takcn only on the complaint.
Further, Section 30-B of the said Act, 1957 speaks of constitution of
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Minerar e onc€ssion Amendmenr Rures. 2017.
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
